As little people, we all know that there is nothing big we can do to change the world. But that doesn’t mean there is nothing
we can do. We can be the change we want to see in the world by simply persistently doing all the little things we wish they
would do, but don’t do, ourselves.

And when a majority of us in each country, persistently do all the little things we wish they would do ourselves, then it will
be in the self-interest of those politicians, who want to ensure their own political survival, to develop policies that better
reflect our concerns for the world.

In 1993 the parliament of the world’s religions was convened in Chicago, with 8000 people coming together to see if they
could find a common ethic that could be used to address the issue of violence. The ‘Golden Rule’:

Sikhism: Treat others as you would be treated yourself

Hinduism: Never do to others what would pain you

Taoism: Regard your neighbour’s loss or gain as your own loss or gain
Christianity: Do unto others as you would have them do unto you.

Jesus spent time unpacking the specific implications of the ‘Golden Rule’ in the Sermon on the Mount........ We can see the
workable virtues:

Blessed are the poor - or poor in spirit - who do not trust in status or riches

Blessed are those who mourn - who grieve over the injustice of the world

Blessed are the meek - who get angry but never get aggressive

Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness - who seek justice

Blessed are the merciful - who are compassionate to everyone in need.

Blessed are the pure in heart - who are wholehearted in their desire to do right

Blessed are the peacemakers - who work for peace in a world at war

Blessed are those persecuted for righteous ness - who suffer for just causes.

Mahatma Gandhi once said “You must be the change you want to see in the world.”
