Meditation of Joshua: 
 

Be strong he said, be very courageous and I will be with you wherever you go. 
 

It was a wonderful promise, an unchanging hope in an uncertain world and I needed that, then more than I can tell you. 
 

For suddenly I was on my own, or that’s how it seemed; 
 

Our leader taken from us, man of God, man of the people, man we would see no more. 
 

I felt lost, bewildered- we all did – a ship without a rudder, an ox without a yoke. 
 

For he’d always been there, as long as I could remember, leading us safely on through thick and thin. And we’d made it, so we thought, our 
destination reaching out to greet us, land flowing with milk and honey, peace, prosperity at last. Only it wasn’t, for though the journey was 
over, the conquest had just begun, and I was petrified. 
 

Who was I to take it on? – nothing special, no one gifted, a plain ordinary man with an extraordinary mission. 
 

I couldn’t have done it, not alone, no way. But I didn’t have to of course, for God was with us as promised every step of the way; there to 
challenge, there to guide, there to bless. 
 

When my spirit failed, he was with me, when my foot slipped, he picked me up, a never failing stream 0f love. He asked one thing – it was 
to stay true to the commandments we were given, meditating on them day and night. We had our moments, like I say, still do sadly, even 
now some people looking back with regret and ahead with consternation. Well, it’s up to them, I’ve done my bit – it’s their choice no one 
else’s, but for me, I will serve the Lord.
