July – Monday 10th July. Fr Kevin and a number of our 
parishioners are travelling with the Diocese this year. If you have 
any prayer intentions you would like them to carry with them 
to Lourdes, please complete and return the sheet in the porch 
in a sealed envelope. Please do not put any money in the 
envelopes as these will not be opened and will be burnt in 
Lourdes. Whilst in Lourdes, Fr Kevin will light a candle for the 
intentions of the parish community. 

FALKLAND PALACE AND GARDENS, 14th JULY: The 
next minibus trip takes place on Friday 14th July. We will leave 
from St Joseph’s at 9.30am. On arrival we will have lunch before 
continuing on to the Chapel Royal and Falkland Palace to 
celebrate Mass and have a tour of the Palace followed by free 
time to enjoy the gardens. We will return to St Joseph’s 
approximately 6.00 pm. The cost per person is £22 – which 
includes admission to the Palace and lunch – payable on the day. 
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Another successful minibus trip to Rosslyn Chapel took place on 
Monday of this week. The next minibus trip will take place on Friday 
14th July to Falkland Palace and Gardens. 

PROPOSED PILGRIMAGE TO SANTIAGO DE 
COMPOSTELA, SEPTEMBER 2024: We are looking for 
expressions of interest (with no commitment or financial 
deposit at this stage) to take part in a pilgrimage to Santiago de 
Compostela, burial place of the Apostle James, in northern Spain 
in September 2023.  Depending on the expressions of interest, 
a package will be put together and offered to parishioners.  
Please email kilmarnock.stjoseph@gallowaydiocese.org.uk if 
you are interested (with no commitment at this stage).  
Proposed details (subject to alteration) are described below. 

Approximately a week-long pilgrimage visiting sites along the 
ancient Pilgrim way of St James which begins at the Pyrenees, 
crosses northern Spain and leads to Santiago de Compostela.  
This pilgrimage will join the pilgrim way at Burgos and travel by 
coach to Santiago de Compostela visiting Burgos, Astorga, Leon, 
O Cebreiro, Santiago de Compostela, and an possible overnight 
visit to Fatima.  The outward flight is from Edinburgh to Madrid, 
the return flight from Lisbon to Edinburgh.  There will be an 
opportunity to walk up to 5 km of the pilgrim way for those 
who are able – sections.  Alternatively, pilgrims can opt to travel 
the whole journey by coach.  Accommodation is at hotels in the 
cities visited.  Board is bed, breakfast and evening meal.  Flights 
and coach transfers and travel, and guided tours in each of the 
cities and monuments is included in the price.  A full spiritual 
programme is provided.  Cost to be determined, estimated 
around £1400 per person based on two people sharing.  A 
limited number of single supplement places will be available at 
an additional cost. 

FAIR PAY FOR SOCIAL CARE: Faith groups in Scotland, 
including the Catholic Church, have launched a campaign to 
persuade the Scottish Government to act to increase the pay 
for those working in social care to at least £12.00 per hour 
immediately to help address the crisis in recruitment and 
retention of staff in this sector.

The declaration is open for signing until the end of June 
after which we will present it (hopefully with a good number of 
signatories) at a meeting with the Scottish Government.   

PILGRIMAGE TO EIGHTEENTH CENTURY SCOTS 
SEMINARY IN SCALAN AT THE BRAES OF 
GLENLIVET, 2nd JULY: This pilgrimage is now full. The 
minibus will leave on 2nd July from the Church at 10.00 am 
prompt, stopping en-route to eat a packed lunch. We will then 
join the celebration of the annual Scalan Mass at 4.00 pm (Note: 
There is approximately a 10-minute walk from the car park to 
the Mass).  The minibus will then return to Kilmarnock, stopping 

en-route for fish and chips (probably in Pitlochry), and arriving 
at St Joseph’s at approximately 10.00 pm.  The cost per person 
for the bus is £15. Please bring a packed lunch.
